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With a vision to provide the fast
growing Asian market with valuable
online properties in the form of
domain names, TLD captured and
seized the opportunity to serve the
Chinese people and China’s great and
ancient culture with “fully Chinese
web”.

The introduction of Chinese “dot
online” and “dot Chinese website” will
dramatically affect how people will
brand their business and develop their
online presence. Billions of netizens
using Chinese language worldwide will
now be able to surf the Internet by
typing fully Chinese-character domain
names.

Chinese netizens have long demanded
Chinese domain names hoping to use
it to bridge the digital divide due to
language barriers.

TLD Registry CEO Mr. Arto Isokoski,
Marketing & Communications Director
Mr. Simon Cousins and Registrar
Relations Director Mr. Pinkard Brand
visited China again after the 46
ICANN meeting and confirmed the
huge potential of the Chinese market.
